I am pleased to tell you that Waltham Forest Council’s contractor J B Riney will be carrying out resurfacing of the carriageway. Work is planned to commence on the 19 November 2012 with the carriageway works. The carriageway works will last for four to five days. To carry out this work in a safe manner, Ferndale road will be closed for traffic during carriageway works, between the hours of 8.00 am and 5.30 pm during the process of the work.

Furthermore, it would be appreciated if the construction area were kept clear of parked vehicles. Signs and cones will be displayed to inform residents and businesses of a temporary prohibition on parking and loading between the specified hours at the locations of construction. It should be noted that those parked vehicles affected would be leafleted a few days before works start.

If vehicles are found to be parked within the works area on the day of construction, which is covered by a temporary parking restriction order, then the Council’s parking enforcement contractor may be called to issue a penalty notice and if required have the vehicle impounded.
